| heard some interesting statistics the other day. A child
whose parents are not involved in church or who are not
actively attending to their spiritual life are only 10% likely
to connect to a community of faith when they get older.
If that same child has a mom strongly connected to a
church but the father is disconnected, the child will be
25% likely to be active in church. If both parents are even
nominally active in faith and church life the child is 50%
likely to remain involved in a church. Now, hear this, Dad.
If the Dad has a strong faith and is actively involved in a
community of faith his child is 75% likely to share that
strong faith and be involved in church.

So while our children have a whole lot of free will when it
comes to their faith, both parents - and especially dads -
play a huge role in impacting their choice. While there is
no guarantee that our children will come to trust the
whole of their life to God the faith we model will certainly
impact their own. Remember Proverbs 22:6 “Train up a
child in the way he should go: and when he is old, he will
not depart from it.” KIV.

Minutes from October Ad Council
Thursday, October 16, 2014, 7:30 pm

Present: Peggy Phelps, John Phelps, Pastor Fred, Dexter
Oswald, Jeff Adams, Bill Scherer, Rolly Utzinger, Paulette
Booker, Kerry Rausch, Jo Ann Hutchinson, Michelle Behsman

The meeting was called to order by John Phelps. John opened
with prayer.

Approval of Minutes: Following review Bill Scherer moved,
Jeff Adams seconded to approve the minutes of the Septem-
ber 18, 2014 Ad Council meeting. Motion carried.

Past or ' sPast® €rpdaaminded council members to
think about nominations for committees for 2015. Hilltop will
receive new members, Andrews and Sarah Hess. He has been
working on Stewardship letter with Jeanette Phillips. Pastor
Fred reminded council of intent to Act our Size. He shared
that a church with an average worship attendance of 125
should staff 1 fulltime pastor and 1 part-time support staff.
With an average worship attendance of 225, a church should
staff 2 fulltime pastors and 1 fulltime staff. Fred explained
that we will experience growth as the community grows, even
if we don’t change or try. There are opportunities as we grow
and discipleship (Connect Groups) need to be intentional. As
Hilltop’s attendance grows, leadership will grow, pastoral care
increases, and missional opportunities increase. Fred sees
Connect Groups as a way to accomplish all of these issues.
They create opportunity for leadership, lead to pastoral care
and currently Stacy is planning for Connect Groups to reach
out in service and seek missional opportunities. Fred asks that
council consider adding staff in the future and that we seek
staff that suits our need. The hope is to hire a full-time associ-
ate minister by June 2016. With the budget being less in 2015
than in 2014 ($22,000 less), Fred proposes being intentional
about future staffing needs and adding a $30,000 temporary
endowment for this position to support a direction of growth.
Pastor Fred would like to include a funding request in the
stewardship campaign with designation for seeding our fu-
ture. Discussion followed with John sharing history of building
addition and CCC with realization that we have accomplished
earlier goals that were set. JoAnn asks if the stewardship
funding request would be in addition to the $30,000 that Fred
is proposing to add to the budget for future staffing. Fred
adds that Jesus never invited anyone into his home, but he
visited other people’s homes. Fred asks for input on this vi-
sion. Paulette shares that this proposal clarifies earlier vision
of church planting. Bill expresses appreciation for Fred’s clari-
fication of earlier vision of church planting. Fred does not
want Hilltop to become thinned out but wants us to become
deeper. He shares that only 17% of Mankato residents are
involved in church and that he believes Hilltop is here to
reach that other 83%. Jeff says we should trust the Holy Spirit
and act in faith. John proposes to move to budget approval.

Trustees Report: Bill Scherer reported that the West windows
and flat window were caulked, sanctuary leak fixed. He be-
lieves west wall moisture problem is solved. Trustees ex-

pressed that minutes have not appeared in newsletter since
May and is concerned that there needs to be transparency.
Pastor Fred noted this has only been because of newsletter
deadline and not an issue of secrecy. Michelle noted the min-
utes will be in Nov. newsletter and we will work more inten-
tionally to get them in future newsletters. Minutes are al-
ways available in the office at anyone’s request.

Finance Report: Jo Ann Hutchinson provided Sept. finance
report, giving and expense report 2011-2014, and proposed
2015 budget. Review of 2015 budget: Reach Renew Rejoice
$5708.00 (20 new church starts by 2021), Salaries for staff,
Added $750 for Fellowship “team”, Major Repairs increase by
$900.00. The following categories were reduced to -0-: Imag-
ine No Malaria, Guest musician, Parking Lot debt, Nursery
fund, Replace AC units, and Decoration Fund. There is a
$22,000 decrease overall before Pastor Fred’s suggestion to
increase budget by 2%, adding $30,000 for future staffing.
Paulette Booker moved, Jeff Adams seconded the motion to
approve the 2015 budget. No discussion followed. Motion
passed.

Staff/Pastor Parish Relations: John shared notes from Terri:
Requests extra hour a week for janitor. Kari Juni is mentoring
EJ. SPRC is in support of seed money for staffing.

Worship: Paulette Booker reports that All Saints worship
planning and advent services in the works. Piano tuning is to
be included in worship budget. All church conference wor-
ship will take place November 20" and all teams should meet
prior to that meeting to have report prepared.

Youth: John shared conversation with EJ — Sleepout for
Homelessness was a good experience.

Parish Nurse: John shared note from Judy Argetsinger - 25
pints of blood were collected at recent Red Cross Blood Drive.

Technology: Paulette shared that Worship software is on
hold.

New Business: Jeff announced Operation Christmas Child is
underway and there is a fundraiser to support MN Walk to
Emmaus — see him to purchase Kwik Trip cards. Paulette
asked who to speak with about donating land as a gift to the
church. Bill answered that it was a Trustees issue. Peggy
asked if there would be a speaker for Harvest Home Dinner.
Fred said Russ Jacobson was available to speak at Harvest
Home or preach about Reach Renew Rejoice initiative. After
brief discussion it was agreed that stewardship focus was fine
without speaker. It was also mentioned that Judy Argetsinger
suggested 8:00 am start for first worship service. Brief discus-
sion followed. Jeff felt that Connect Groups felt that crammed
for time when 8:15 am runs over. Bill asked if there was
enough time for confirmation. Fred supported confirmation
class on Sunday citing that kids and families are at worship.

In recognition for October’s Pastor Appreciation, the SPRC
and Ad Council presented gift card to Fred.

Have you had your flu shot?

It’s not too late. | got my flu (influenza) vaccine a couple
weeks ago. Flu shots are approved for use in people as
young as 6 months of age and up; approved for pregnant
women and people with chronic health conditions. A
nasal spray may be used for people age 2 to 49. People
over 65 years of age may get a higher dose flu vaccine. It
takes about two weeks for protection to develop after
the vaccination.

Every year people die from influenza. This is serious
stuff. One may be contagious one day before symptoms
develop and up to 5 to 7 days after becoming ill. Symp-
toms may include: fever, chills, sore throat, runny or
stuffy nose, muscle or body aches, headache, or fatigue-
feeling very tired.

To prevent influenza: 1. Get a flu vaccine; 2. Take pre-
ventive actions to stop the spread of germs

WASH your hands often with soap and water. COVER
your nose and mouth when sneezing (inner elbow works
well). STAY HOME if you have flu-like symptoms at least
24 hours after the fever is gone. CLEANSE AND DISIN-
FECT surfaces and objects that may be contaminated
with germs. 3. If you get the flu, take antiviral medica-
tions (prescribed by a physician) early on.

Consider not shaking hands at church, but a smile and a
friendly greeting are always welcome.

Last year our Collection Center collected a total of 4,676
boxes, including 2,745 individual boxes and 1,931 from
four different Relay Centers. Of that total, 231 boxes
were from Hilltop. This year we will have five Relay
Centers bringing boxes to us and we hope to increase
our box total by 15%!

How to Pack A Box:

Choose the age of the child or children, boys or girls, you
wish to bless — pack one box for each child, ages 2-4, 5-9
or 10-14. Plastic shoeboxes are available in the Narthex
for you to take, pack and return by Sunday, November
23, 2014. You may also use an actual shoebox — if you
want to wrap the box in festive wrapping paper, be sure
to wrap the cover separately so that the box can be

opened without tearing the paper. Consider including a
message for the child receiving the box, or a picture of you
or your family.

You can “follow your box” by giving an online donation for
shipping. Your box will be tracked using UPC code technol-
ogy and you will receive an e-mail message to let you
know the location where your box is actually shipped to.

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UMCOR RESPONDS TO EBOLA OUTBREAK

How Hilltop Can Help

The United Methodist Committee on Relief (UMCOR) has
been sending funds in the form of grants to our church
conferences in Liberia and Sierra Leone. Funds are support-
ing tents and construction of isolation units, personal
protective equipment, training for health staff, public mes-
saging about Ebola, and safe handling of deceased bodies.

Grants are also providing much needed healthcare supplies.
Whenever possible, funds are being sent to United Method-
ist health boards to purchase supplies locally. The health
boards indicate what they need and how much they need.
Because it can take months to ship by sea, UMCOR is ship-
ping by air. UMCOR states “we want to make every ship-
ment is intentional about sending high-quality, needed
supplies in the correct quantities.”

Donors are being asked to donate through the International
Disaster Response Advance (#982450) instead of shipping
supplies directly.

The UMCOR website states “this approach helps ensure the
appropriateness, timeliness, and quality of materials and
avoids inclusion of used, damaged, out-of-date or otherwise
inappropriate items”. This is consistent with UMCOR’s stan-
dards and helps relieve pressure in seaports and airports.

United Methodist missionaries, Helen Robert-Evans, who
serves in Liberia, and Beatrice Gbanga, who serves in Sierra
Leone, say that because of the Ebola crisis, many other areas
of life are affected. “The markets are closed. The schools are
closed. Public gatherings are cancelled,” said Robert-Evans.

Gbanga added that when there are public gatherings such as
at church in Sierra Leone, everyone is asked to wash exposed
skin with a chlorine wash. “We pass the peace now with a
wave or a bow”, she said. “This is a big cultural change for
people who like to hug and touch.”

Here’s how you can help:

1 Pray for the people who live under the fear of this dis-
ease, the families of those who have died, and the health
professionals who are caring for people who have Ebola.

1 Give to UMCOR so that they can continue to partner
with United Methodist health boards and boards and
other organizations to respond to this and other disas-
ters.

1 Raise awareness about Ebola and about the importance,
generally, of good healthcare systems and hygiene
practices.
